To address this key issue we are delighted
to announce that we have convinced Elodie
to join us on a full time permanent basis.
Those of you that know her will understand
the significance of fully securing her enor-
mous energy and enthusiasm for life, cou-
pled with her fantastic rapport with all the
young people that come here. She will be
directly responsible for providing us with a
continuity on the teaching side of our
operation that we believe will make a very
great difference to the quality of our lan-
guage teaching goals.

The same quality issues are true for those
schools amongst you that visit our Lac

for the amazingly kind and supportive
welcome that we have received from you all
as the new owners of MCF. It has been a
huge pleasure to meet those of you that
have visited since May and we are very
much looking forward to also getting to
know those of you that we haven’t yet met
who will be coming down to visit us in the
earlier part of our 2012 season.

In the relatively short time that we have
been owners, we have come to regard MCF
as a unique and very special place that
simply comes alive with the energy and
enthusiasm that your pupils bring when
they visit us. We have been hugely im-
pressed with the commitment, care and
passion that you show when bringing your

pupils on their visits to us. This has meant
that we have come to see very clearly that
what we do is a partnership between us
and as a result we want to share with you
all of our plans.

Our aim is
that these will be language students who
will gain personally from their own lan-
guage immersion whilst with us at the
same time as helping us give even greater
focus on language learning for your pupils
during activities, excursions and meal
times.

We are currently advertising these posi-
tions for March through to July and also
for the September to October season of
2012 but we would also be delighted if
you know of any of your ex students or
family friends who might enjoy working in
the Burgundy countryside either this com-
ing year or even into 2013 and beyond.



Another very frequent request from trip
leaders was for us to organise a company
to produce MCF merchandise, in particu-
lar clothing for your trip.

activities. We hope that this will take some
of the pressure off having to spend too
much time on the computer when you are
with us and perhaps giving you more time
with your pupils.

Following a well earned week off for every-
one at the end of the October season,
work began in earnest on repainting and
decorating the centre at Méluzien. We are
giving the place a top to toe going over,
and we hope that when you next visit you
will see the fruits of our labour, especially
with some of the extra touches we are
planning on putting in.

Perhaps most obvious
will be the two extra
swings we are currently
getting made by a local
company to meet one
of the most requested
changes of last season.
